Purdue Alumni Club of Washington DC Constitution

The following has been adopted by the Purdue Alumni Club of Washington DC as its constitution, with the intent that it will govern the club’s activities in the future.

Article One – Name

The name of this organization is the Purdue Alumni Club of Washington DC (hereafter referred to as ‘the club’).  The club area consists of the metro Washington DC area, extending out within a 50 mile radius into Northern Virginia and Maryland (including Baltimore).
Article Two – Purpose

The purpose of the club is to promote Purdue University and the Purdue Alumni Association through involvement and support of local community activities; and to provide fellowship and opportunities for networking among alumni, friends and students.
Article Three – Membership

All graduates of any campus of Purdue University and all persons who have attended Purdue University or had family members attend Purdue University or wish to support Purdue University shall be eligible for membership in the club.  Any such person shall become a member upon the payment of an annual activity fee established in Article Four of this Constitution.

Article Four – Fees
The club board of directors must approve any fee charged by the club.  If an annual activity fee is charged, the amount will be reviewed annually.  The club may also collect a fee to help offset expenses of a specific club function.  
Article Five – Directors and Officers

The Officers of the club shall be responsible for establishing policies, and shall plan events, appoint committee chairmen, and provide assistance to the President as necessary.

The following positions shall exist, and any other positions deemed to be necessary to efficient operation of the club:

President – The president will preside at all meeting and will serve as the chief executive officer of the Purdue Alumni Club of Washington DC and shall serve a term not to exceed 3 years.

Vice President – The vice president will serve in the absence of the president and shall be the president-elect of the Purdue Club of Washington DC and shall serve a term not to exceed 3 years.

Secretary – The secretary will record the minutes of all meetings and shall serve a term not to exceed 3 years.
Treasurer – The treasurer will be responsible for handling money, dues, receipts and payment of bills for the Purdue Alumni Club of Washington DC
Risk Officer – The risk officer will be responsible for implementing and assuring compliance with loss prevention practices established by the Purdue Alumni Association.  One of the officers above may assume this role/task or be combined with another position in the club.

To be eligible to serve as an officer of the Purdue Club of Washington DC a candidate must be a member of the Purdue Alumni Association.

Article 5.1 - Committees
The following committees shall be established to further the mission of the club and its members:

Membership – the Membership Committee shall maintain club membership records and track annual activity fees 
Social Events – the Social Events Committee shall organize and plan social events and outings to foster community amongst club members.
High School Recruiting – The High School Recruiting committee shall organize participation of alumni in local college recruiting events at area high schools in conjunction with the Purdue Alumni Recruiting for Tomorrow (PART) program.

Communication – The Communication Committee shall conduct regular communication with the club membership through a printed newsletter, e-mail, and the club’s web site.

Scholarship – The Scholarship Committee shall administer the club’s scholarship program, organize fund raising events, and choose a recipient for the club’s scholarship(s).
Community Service – The Community Service Committee shall organize community service events to benefit local philanthropic causes.
Article Six – Meetings

Business meetings shall be held quarterly, and at such additional times as the officers and committee chairs deem necessary. One meeting each year shall be designated as the annual meeting of the election of officers.  
All dues paying members are made aware of open positions through website and/or other Club Communications.  Members interested in posting for a position need to notify President and/or Vice President before or during the club meeting.  If more than one person is interested in the role, a vote will be taken by officers. Otherwise, open position can be filled with interested member as long as they:  
1) Remain dues-paying club member 

2) are active at officer meetings (attend 75% of meetings) with updates to their area/role

A quorum of 75% attendees (Board and Committee Members) must be met to conduct business.

The clubs operating year shall be in unison with the Purdue Alumni Association fiscal year, July 1 – June 30.

Article Seven – Amendments
This constitution may be amended at any time by a majority vote of the Officers and Committee Members of the Purdue Alumni Club of Washington DC.  Amendments must also be approved by the Purdue Alumni staff.

Article Eight – Dissolution
The club may dissolve in the following manner.
1. The board of directors of the local club notifies Purdue Alumni in writing of its desire to dissolve.  
2. The club fails to have an activity for two (2) consecutive years following the date of the most recent activity reported to Purdue Alumni.

Purdue Alumni reserves the right to dissolve the club if it does not fulfill the purpose stated in Article Two.  After the club has been dissolved other individuals wishing to organize a club in this geographic region may do so through the adoption of a new constitution.

Article Nine – Adoption and Approval

The constitution shall be adopted upon its approval by a majority vote of the members of the local club in attendance at a meeting for that specific purpose and upon the approval of the Purdue Alumni staff.  All alumni are to be notified at least 30 days prior to this meeting.

Following club approval, the club charter is formally established by its addition to the official Purdue Alumni club directory.  The alumni association will provide the club president with an approved copy of the constitution.
